Unusual and entertaining tips and tricks from “The Fudgemaster’s” thirty years of quiltmaking
experience. Topics include: “Alternative Shopping,” and “Things My Grandmother Taught
Me.” There are many visual samples. Merry is best known for writing mystery quilt instructions
under the pen name of “Inspector Cluesew” which began in 1992. Her mysteries have appeared
in several magazines, as well as through online venues. Merry was the first person (under the
sponsorship of Planet Patchwork and Quiltropolis) to offer a one-day online mystery
“workshop,” complete with a chat room for participants. She “retired” the Cluesew name in
2003 and re-launched her popular mystery quilts under the name of “Merry Mahem.”

Help Wanted: Auction Volunteers

Guild members are needed to assist with the RNQG Rockin’ Auction scheduled for April
18, 2012. This is the only fundraiser for the guild this year!

The tasks and number of volunteers needed are listed below:

« Table Captains (4 — 5) — Responsible for preparing donated items for display and
arranging them on tables before the auction begins. Table captains must be available
during the afternoon day-of-auction. Some work in advance of auction day may be
necessary (e.g., grouping smaller items into themed baskets).

» Check-in Staff (1 — 2) -- Gives bidder numbers to auction guests as they arrive.

» Raffle Ticket sales (1 — 2) -- Sells “Heads or Tails” tickets to auction guests,
typically as they arrive.

« Bargain Buys Table Staff (2 — 4) — Records fabric, pattern and book purchases.

» Bid Sheet Collectors (2 — 3) — Removes bid sheets from tables at the end of the silent
auction and gives them to the checkout person.

» Check-out “runners” (3 — 4) — assist at the end of the event. Given a list provided by
the checkout person, runners collect items for a winning bidder and bring them to the
checkout table.

« One individual needed to write a press release for the auction and submit it to
Quilt Fun and local newspapers. This job must be completed by March 15.

Ideally, all auction-night volunteers should arrive at the Italian-American Club by 6:30 to
receive their assignments and instructions. With enough volunteers, staffing of an area can
rotate so that everyone can participate in the bidding!
